Print Motivation - A child’s enjoyment and interest 
in books. 
 Print Awareness - Refers to a child’s 
understanding that print conveys meaning, has 
different functions, and is organized in a certain 
way. 
 Letter Knowledge - Learning that letters have 
names and are different from each other, and that 
specific sounds go with specific letters. 
 Phonological Awareness -The ability to hear and 
manipulate the smaller sounds in words. 
 Vocabulary - Knowing the name of things. 
 Narrative Skills - Being able to understand and tell 
stories. 

Reading to children is one of the best ways to put 
them on the road to success. You have a 
tremendous influence on getting your child ready to 
read.
