[ tracing/writing the letter shapes
in a variety of mediums (sand,
shaving cream, rice, etc.).

[J matching, pairing, or grouping
letters by common

characteristics (capital/lower
case, shape (sticks or balls).

[1 participating in shared reading.

Intervention activities must be repeated
continuously. The letter work must
come from current reading or writing
materials. The teacher must provide the
students with a variety of experiences
to ensure automatic responsesto letters
and sounds. Thiswill allow studentsto
move into more complex reading work.
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
